
2. Jesus reveals  the Father to His Apostles  (12-21) 
  
 A. The Father is known only through faith (12a) 
  “he who believes in Me” 
 
 
 
 B. The Apostles will have access to the Father’s 
  power (12b) 
  “the works that I do shall he do also, and greater 
  works than these shall he do” 
 
 
 
 C. The Apostles will have access to the Father  
  through prayer (13-15)    
  “whatever you ask in My name, that I will do” 
  (cf. 1 John 5:14-15) 
 
 
 
 D. The Apostles will have access to the Father 
  through the Spirit (16-18) 
  “I will ask the Father and He will give you another 
  Helper...the Spirit of Truth” 
 
 
 
 E. The Apostles will prove their love for the Father by 
  obedience (19-21) 
  “He who has My commandments and keeps them, 
  he it is who loves Me” 
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1. Jesus represents the Father through His attributes  
1.   (5-11)  

 
 
A.  Jesus is the only access to the Father (6) 
 “no one comes to the Father but through Me” 
 
 
 
 
 
B.  Jesus eternally abides with the Father (9-10) 
 “I am in the Father...the Father abiding in Me” 
 
 
 
 
 
C.  Jesus performs the acts of the Father (10-11) 
 “the Father abiding in Me does His works” 
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“Jesus said to him...‘He who has seen Me has seen the Father” 
(John 14:9)
